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Lodes of Goldfish and 

Exotic Water Plants 

Less than ten miles south of Fred- 
erick, Maryland, is a vast area of torn 

earth, spotted with hundreds of shal- 

low ponds and interlaced with miles 

of bare clay banks. 
As the motorist enters the area, on 

a good road, his first impression is 

that of visiting a valley in which a 

rich lode of gold has just been struck. 

In a manner of speaking, gold has 

been struck in the area, for this rough 

setting is the site of the Three Springs 

Fisheries, the world’s largest center 

for goldfish and exotic water plants.

The bottom of every pond, for ex- 

ample, is ribbed with a network of 
pipelines, valves and other controls. 

These enable research and production 

workers at the fisheries to drain, re- 

fill and isolate any pond at will for 

carefully controlled cultivation of fish 

and water plants, and for the study 

of experimental strains, foods, disease 

control and the like. 

It required many years of invest- 

ment for the fisheries to attain their 

There’s Gold in These Hills:

S ‘Turee Springs Fisheries, largest 
goldfish and decorative water plant 

farm in the world, has developed 
from a small enterprise launched as a 

hobby in 1917. 
At that time G. L. Thomas bought 

Three Springs Farm, a 360-acre 
spread of rolling countryside in lower 

Frederick County, Maryland. 

Mr. Thomas was destined, it seemed 

at the time, for a career in the can- 

ning business or in large scale farm- 
ing. During the early days of this 

career he converted 15 acres of his 
farm into ponds, purely in the inter- 
ests of beautification. As a part of 
this program he cultivated a fringe 
of water lilies and other aquatic 
plants around the perimeter of each 
pond. Planting stocks of healthy 
brood goldfish was the next natural 
step. 

The goldfish hobby began paying 

for itself immediately, what with 

goldfish still something of a rarity in 
the country and selling, where they 

could be found at all, for 10 to 25 
cents each. x . : 

During the few years that followed G. L. Thomas, Sr., above, founder of Three Springs Fisheries, and G. L. 

the goldfish business experienced a Thomas, Jr., at left below, with Ernest L. Page, superintendent. 
phenomenal growth, due principally to 

the fact that the 5 & 10-cent store 

chains, drug and department stores 

began handling them, huskies for a 

dime, the small ones for a nickel 

apiece. 

Thus, in the space of a few short 

years, Mr. Thomas, professional farm- 

er and goldfish hobbyist, became a 
professional hatcheryman, farming on 

a smaller scale as a hobby. 

G. L. Thomas, Jr., grew up in the 

middle of the business, taking over 

more responsibilities as he grew older 

and finally sharing the business and 

its problems with his father. Together, 

father and son have continued to ex- 
pand the fisheries, down through the 

years, as demands for their fish and 

water plants have spread to all parts 
of the world. The establishment, from 

its very inception, has never stopped 
growing. 

The fisheries early became a sort 

of tradition in Maryland. In the early 
days their frozen ponds, in winter, 

were the best skating rinks to be 
found. Crowds used to flock to the 

fisheries, too, to pick up jars of egg 
white. Tons of boiled egg yolks were 

used at the time to feed the fish, and 

the egg whites were given away. 

Angel food cake—the 13-egg kind— 
became, and still is, a traditional des- 

sert in lower Frederick County.

The waterlily is a thrice beautiful 

flower. Esthetically, it has no bet- 

ters. Its beauty is surpassed by none 

other. As a cultivated product it has 
few equals. By nature it is a vigor- : 

ous, robust plant that demands only o : a 

the bare essentials—sun, quiet water, at . 
and good soil—in which to assert it- 

self. It requires no raking, hoeing or 

Care of Themselves 

any of the other usual attentions of 

cultivation. 
The flower has the added virtue of a 

long blooming season — frequently 

from early May until the first frost. 
Three Springs waterlilies spread in 

popularity almost as quickly as did 

that of the fisheries’ goldfish. Fore- 

seeing this probability, the operators 
of the fisheries prepared early for lily 
expansion, too. For more than three 
decades now they have picked and 
chosen and crossed strains of lilies, 

modifying some characteristics, em- 

phasizing others, until they have 
built up stocks to supply 100 different 
varieties of waterlilies, each variety 

being of proven, dependable strain. 
Of these varieties, 75 are of the 

hardy type. Hardy lilies are day 
bloomers, the easiest to grow, the 

earliest bloomers, and probably the 
more popular among most water gar- 
den enthusiasts. They open shortly 
after sunrise and close their blooms 
in the afternoon. Many of them are 
quite fragrant. They are of every 
known color, tint and shade except 
blue. 

The other 25 varieties grown at the 
fisheries are tropical lilies, which 

manifest themselves in every color. 
Many are night bloomers. Fewer 
tropicals are fragrant. Being annuals, 
they require slightly more care than 
the hardy lilies.

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millions of goldfish shipped out by the 
.e Springs Fisheries every year are prob- 

ably the most carefully tended children in the 
world. The pools into which they are spawned, 
as eggs, are inspected daily and kept clear of 
any foreign growth so the laying brood fish 
will deposit their eggs on fish nests provided 
for them. 
When laden with eggs, these nests—masses 

of Spanish moss laced to wooden racks—are 
removed to other numbered and catalogued 
pools where a close watch can be kept on them. 

Approximately 90 per cent. of the fish develop 
completely satisfactory color and are chan- 
neled into the market pools. Those that do not 
color up to specifications are sold, along with 
an especially bred strain of colorless goldfish, 
for bait. 

As the fish grow into maturity they become 
an increasingly valuable asset. Fishery em- 
ployees patrol the area constantly to watch for 
seagulls, fish hawks, kingfishers, ducks, and all 
other fish eating birds, which would soon de- 
plete the ponds if not driven away. 
When a pond of fish is ready for the market 

it is drained. The fish gather into a depression 
in one end and are taken from there by net. 
For a few days before shipment, then, they are 
“hardened” for life in the outside world in 
ponds fed by cold, clear springs. Then they are 
ladled into steel tank containers and shipped. 



What's in a Name? 
How the Village of Lily 

Ponds Became Lilypons. 

Ir was by 1 per cent. accident and 
99 per cent. design that Lilypons 
(Maryland), the community, took its 

name from Lily Pons (Kostelanetz), 

the opera singer. 

Here is how it happened: 

By 1930 the Three Springs Fisheries 
was doing such a tremendous busi- 
ness, shipping goldfish and waterlilies 
to all parts of the world, that the 

postal phase of its transactions be- 

came a major problem. 

The fisheries were shipping through 
the Frederick post office, nearly 10 

miles away. At the request of the 

fisheries, postal authorities agreed to 
establish a post office at the Three 

Springs headquarters. 
In choosing a name for the new 

postal address, the authorities sug- 
gested, a single word, something short 

and descriptive, should be considered. 

One of the postal officials, a Lily Pons 
fan, suggested her name. It was an 

ideal name, he pointed out, one al- 

ready well known and certainly very 

descriptive of the locality. 
So Lilypons it was. It became offi- 

cial in 1932. The opera singer was 
delighted. In 1936 Lily Pons came to 

Lilypons to see the lily ponds. The 
famous singer has since kept in touch 

with the little community. She has 

visited on other occasions, sends al- 

bums of her latest songs to Lilypons 
residents, writes now and then to the 

Thomas families, and has her Christ- 

mas cards sent from the post office 
named for her. 

The post office, a 16-pigeonhole af- 

fair located in a corner of a fisheries 

shipping room, serves approximately 

40 families, some two dozen of which 

are on the fisheries payroll, in addi- 

tion to the business which supports it. 

In 1932 the area of Three Springs Fisheries became Lilypons officially. Later, 

when Lily Pons came to Lilypons to see the lily ponds, it became even more so.

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T were is no addition which can be made to 

any home that will fit in more harmoniously with 

the existing scheme of things than a few clusters 

of water lilies. 

Water lilies “belong” in any setting. In an 

undeveloped front or back lawn, a few lilies placed 
here and there strategically transform the area 
into a finished landscape. And on an estate al- 

ready carefully and tastefully plotted, water lilies 
can be added to complement the other flowers. 

This harmony also carries over to members of 

the family, for water lilies and their culture can 

be enjoyed by children and adults alike. 

Water lilies are rewarding flowers. They start 
blooming—several flowers to each root—in the 

spring and continue blooming up to first frost. 

The hardy species unfold with the morning, and 
remain open until the afternoon. There are also 
several species of night bloomers which unfold in 
the late afternoon. The latter, incidentally, are 
favored by many career men and women kept 
away from their homes during the day by the 
press of business. 

For many years now two popular fallacies of 

water lily culture have been dying out. The first 

of these is that water lilies are expensive. Once, 

perhaps, they seemed so. That was in the days 
when the flower was cultivated principally on 

large estates, in expensive surroundings. 

But the price of a few water lilies today, as 
for many years now, lies within easy grasp of 

everyone. -A glance at some of the water lily 
collections elsewhere in this catalog, and at their 
prices, will illustrate the point. 

As for the expense of a pleasing, tasteful set- 
ting—many types of settings can be purchased or 

installed for less than the price of one lily. 

The other fallacy concerns the time and trouble 
required to plant water lilies and bring them into 
bloom. 

Here, in detail, is just how much trouble it is: 

Select what you want to grow. If you want us 

to choose a representative variety for you, we'll 
select 1 or 2 lilies, 100 or 200, any number you’d 
like to order. 

Obtain a wooden box from 18 inches square, 
10 or 12 inches deep. Fill the box with soil 
mixed with well rotted cow manure, and plant the 
lily root, 2 to 3 inches down, in it. 

Allow a 2% or 3-foot square of water surface 
for each plant. 

Set the box into a pool or the quiet section of a 
stream so the crown of the root is 3 inches be- 

neath the surface. As the plant grows, lower the 
box another inch or so from time to time. 

Enjoy your water lilies. 

Winter Storage: For winter storage, the roots of the hardy 
lilies may be left in the pool if a sufficient depth of water can 
be maintained above the root crowns so that the roots will not 
be actually frozen. Be sure to stick a log into the water to 
absorb expansion of ice. If the lilies have been grown in boxes 
or tubs, and there is danger of ice freezing down to the roots, 
these can be carried into the cool cellar for the winter. The 
soil must be kept in a moist condition. If the roots become 
dry, they will shrivel up; dry rot may result which would de- 
stroy them. It is a good idea to keep the box where mice 
cannot get at the roots. 



Wr a professional cement craftsman doing the work, 
the construction of a back or side yard pool is a quick and 
comparatively inexpensive projects. 

With the owner of the yard doing the work himself, the 
project becomes an adventure in which the whole family 
can take part. That seems to be the trend at present. It is 
even less expensive that way, and it gives the builder an 
added sense of creative achievement. 

After a site is chosen with an eye to its decorative value, 
other basic factors should be considered. 

First, the pool should be situated so that, for a good part 
of the day at least, it is warmed by the sun. Water plants 
won't grow without sunlight. 

If the excavation runs into clay, the builder can lay the 
concrete bottom directly upon the clay bed. Otherwise the 
bottom should be poured upon a 6-inch layer of well 
packed cinders. The bottom need not be more than 6 
inches thick. 
Shape and size of the pool are, of course, optional. A 

pool two feet deep is ideal for the culture of both water 
plants and goldfish. The walls, ideally, will be about 5 
inches wide at the brim of the pool, tapering to a 7-inch 
thickness at the bottom. 

One concrete mixture found highly satisfactory for pools 
is a combination of 1 part cement, 2 parts sharp sand, and 
3 parts half-inch gravel or crushed stone, mixed to working 
consistency with water. 

One underground pipe leading away from the pool can 
serve as both drain and overflow pipe. (Note figure top 
right.) The mouth of the drain in the bottom of the pool 
should be threaded so a 2-foot extension, the overflow 
pipe, can be attached. Normally, then, the pipe will carry 
away only the overflow. When the extension is detached 
at the mouth of the drain the whole pool can be emptied. 

After the sides and bottom have set they should be 
smoothed over with a thin coat of cement applied with a 
trowel or paint brush. If the construction is then kept moist 
by frequent sprinklings over a period of 10 days, there 
will be practically no danger of alkali injuring the fish 
and plants when they are placed in the pool. 

The new pool should be carefully washed out before 
it is stocked with water plants and fish. A vegetable 
growth, in the form of a green scum, may soon appear. 
It will disappear shortly, however, so don’t change the 
water. And, above all, don’t add chemicals to the water, 
as it may injure the plants and fish.

The cross-section sketches be- 
low outline only some of the 
simpler designs for wall and 
bottom construction, and the 
simplest of the drain and over- 
flow systems. Although there 
are few mistakes that can be 
made in the construction of a 
pool, the amateur cement 
craftsman is advised to stick to 
some design that utilizes only 
straight lines and perfectly flat 
surfaces.

You Can Make Your Back Yard 

Momarure pools constructed of wooden tubs, sawed-off Far More Interesting 

barrels, old bathtubs, or any other sturdy containers that With a Tub or RB arrel 

might be easily sunken are appealing to growing numbers 

of water garden enthusiasts, for many reasons. And Some Imagination 
They cost practically nothing, utilizing such materials as 

might be found right around home. Such an arrangement 

is perfect for those who rent their homes. For those who 

have just built new homes it provides one of the quickest 

methods of landscaping known. 

It doesn’t require any mechanical ability—and not a great 

deal of ambition to construct one. 

Tub and barrel gardens fit beautifully into comparatively 

small yards, and into difficult corners of big ones. 

To construct a barrel pool, cut down to a height of 18 

inches any wooden cask used previously for beer, wine, 

olives or the like. Sink the container 16 inches into the 

ground, leaving a 2-inch lip above lawn surface to keep out 

surface water. Stones or sod can then be built up around 

the raised lip. 

A wooden tub should be sunken in the same manner. 

Whether the miniature garden is made of tub or barrel, new 

wood should be avoided if possible, for it is poisonous to 

goldfish. New wood can be aged quickly by slaking a chunk 

of lime in the new receptacle, letting it set for a few days, 

stirring it occasionally and then washing it. 

Water lilies can be planted in 4 inches of soil in the bottom 

of the barrel or tub, or planted in smaller receptacles which 

may then be set down into the sunken container. Sand 

spread on top of the planting dirt will improve the appear- 

ance of the pool. 

One or two lilies to each tub or barrel will be plenty. 

Avoid the temptation to overplant. 

There are several varieties of lilies especially adapted to 

culture in confined spaces. They are listed under Tub Col- 

lections on Page 31. 

For planting, follow instructions on Page 10.
